2. All athletes and coaches to be covered by insurance (Lovat Insurance – see attached)
3. Two qualified adults to drive trailer from Oxford to Base Nautique de Bellecin (Bellecin) via Eurostar.

4. Trailer to be serviced yearly and drivers to oversee loading and do periodic checks en route

5. Drivers to have read British Rowing guidance - http://www.britishrowing.org/upload/files/RowSafe/FurtherGuidance/TowingGuidance.pdf and load trailer following these rules

6. Vehicle to be serviced yearly and follow all legal requirements for driving on the continent
